Initial
How does it work?

Clients should expect regular communication via phone/text/email from the artist, especially
during the initial phases in which a reference photo is selected for painting. All portraits are painted from
reference photos. Clients who do not have a specific reference photo in mind will provide 5+ photos,
and the artist will go over which ones will make the best painting (based on color, composition,
background, etc...). It is highly recommended that clients provide the artist with as many images as
possible. This will ensure the best painting possible! Some clients will have a single photo that they
would like to be painted. This is OK, but there may be limitations. Clients will be notified if the artist
determines that any photo may produce a painting which portrays odd angles, unfavorable color
schemes, unfavorable composition, etc... At this point, it will be the client's decision whether or not to

use that particular photo, or choose another.
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Timeline:

Contracts must be signed no less than four months before the painting is needed for display. For
paintings that are 24" x 36" or larger, contracts must be signed no less than five months before the
painting is needed for display. Painting slots can fill up and are not guaranteed, so be sure to book as
quickly as possible. Reference images must be sent within 10 days after signing the client contract.
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Framing and Delivery:

It is highly recommended that clients work with professional framers for framing of the painting.
The artist can provide recommendations for frame color and style. If the client does not intend to frame
the painting, please let the artist know. In this case, paintings will be painted on a “gallery-wrapped”
canvas. This type of canvas has a 1.5 inch edge thickness (and generally looks better than standard
depth when unframed). Paintings that are intended to be framed will be painted on a canvas with the
standard depth of 3/4 of an inch.

Paintings are hand-delivered (for free by the artist) to addresses within a 50 mile radius of
Greenville, South Carolina OR a 100 mile radius of Boone, North Carolina. All other addresses will
receive paintings via postal delivery. Clients must pay the cost of postage. The artist will select the

fastest and most secure method of postage, unless the client requests otherwise.
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Live On-Site Painting:

Live on-site painting is available for your wedding or event! Please note the following: The artist's
painting style does not allow for an entire painting to be started and completed during the course of a
day. Lindsay will still work from a reference photo during on-site painting. The painting will be 70%-80%
complete before the event, and the artist will be working on details and final layers (the fun stuff) during

the event. Prices for five hours of live on-site painting are as follows:

100 mile radius from Boone area; $350.00
50 mile radius from Greenville area: $375.00

All other areas: $375.00 plus cost of lodging

Initial
Payment:

A 50% deposit is due upon the initial contract signing. The remainder can be paid upon
completion of the painting, but before delivery of the painting. Once the painting is complete, the artist
will provide images of the painting from multiple angles to ensure that the client is happy with the
product before paying the final balance. Once the 50% deposit has been paid, monthly payment options
are also available to cover the remaining balance. Clients are welcome to pay for the painting in full
upon the initial contract signing. When hiring any artist, (whether photographer, painter, sculptor,

etc...) always be sure to browse and explore their previous works to confirm that you like their style!
